Novels, plays,
poetry and film provide rich content through which students
can analyse complex characters, engaging themes and unique
language features. Teachers help students navigate how
non-fiction texts such as news content is constructed and for
what purpose and to consider their own roles as responsible
consumers of and participants in media creation.
