Borrowing 
Up to 10 Fiction and Non-Fiction books can 
be borrowed for four weeks. If you have not 
finished with the books during that time 
(and they have not been reserved by other 
students) then we will renew them. 
There are also 2,500 ebooks and audio books 
that you can download and read/listen to via 
your laptops, tablets or smartphones. These 
are on a two week loan and will automatically 
‘return’ after that.
Reading Program
